Yes, all health offices follow the same national standard.

No, but the drinking water is separated from the bathrooms by a cement wall, which is located 3 meters 
below ground level. The water is also chlorinated.

Some clinics separate the toilets by sex and others do not.  The staff toilet is also separate from the patient 
toilet. 

Are hand-washing facilities with soap available? 

Yes. 

Where does the trash go? 

Other districts such as Muang Trang bury and burn their trash in one communal area. The Health Office 
needs an incincerator for affected villages. 

If it is buried on the grounds of the facility, wha t is the relation of the trash pit to the water sou rce? 

The clinics that do burn their own trash on the premises ensure that it is done far from the drinking water 
source.

The tsunami was very harmful for the shrimp farmers in this village.  When the tsunami hit, the water 
levels rose and swept the shrimp from the ponds.  In all, 9 rai worth of shrimp farms were destroyed.  
This was a huge loss to people’s investments. Fishing traps and shrimp traps were damaged.  The Thai 
government has helped in repairing damaged boats; however, they will not give aid to shrimp farms 
affected by the tsunami. The villagers have asked the Department of Agriculture for help, but have 
received none. 

What is your source of water?  Well, mountain, bore hole, SAO?  Explain. 

The village buys all of their drinking and bathing water.  A family will usually buy 1000L worth of water at 
a time, which costs 150 Baht.  This will last a family of 10 to 12 people for 2 to 3 days.  Villagers also use 
rainwater catchments. 
The village has a bore hole that is about twelve years old.  The water from the borehole is always salty 
and thus it is not being used; in the dry season, this salt-water turns a red color. The village is situated 
on a peninsula.

Yes. The government issued tanks, which hold 1000L.  It is unclear as to how many tanks these 
villagers need to have sufficient capacity.

30 to 40 percent of the people in this sub-district were affected by the tsunami.  Essentially, people’s 
livelihoods were affected either in the fishing industry or tourism.

There are 12 villages in this sub-district.  Each of these sub-districts uses a mix of well water, a gravity 
fed water system, bottled drinking water, and natural springs.

Yes, but they are not as common as in Satun Province.   

Are there any broken water pumps, wells, pipes, etc , that are preventing you from having a 
reliable source of water? 
Each village has different issues.  The villages most affected villages in this sub-district are 1, 5, 11, and 
12.  In general, this area is one that is surrounded by salt water; therefore, many of the sub-district’s 
water supplies are tainted and considered brackish.   
 
Village 11 had a water system before the tsunami hit.  Now the water has a black and inky color.  The 
SAO is still trying to understand what is causing this discoloration.  This water is currently being used, 
but it costs a lot of money to keep it clean. The water also has a brackish quality which is not suitable for 
bathing. The water tower does not have enough capacity to provide the necessary amount of water to 
the villagers, especially during the dry season. 
 
Village 5 suffers from a lack of water.  The water tower in the village has a capacity to serve 
approximately 100 people, yet it is being used to serve 400-500 people at this time. A piping system to 
distribute water to the homes is in place, but water is not reaching many homes because the system 
cannot handle the demand. Due to the proximity to the ocean, the water tends to be brackish.  Many 
people are forced to buy their drinking water in this village.  We did see a public well, which is operated 
manually. This water was highly brackish. 
 
Village 1 is too close to the ocean and is forced to get its water supply from Village 2.  Village 2 has two 
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water towers, one of which provides water to village 1. This water tower is over-used and does not have 
the capacity to serve 400-500 people at a time. 
 
Village 12 has a well that is 120 meters deep but is not working at the moment.  There is too much salt 
in the water. The SAO is trying to figure out where they should move the well. 

How do you get water in the dry season? 

During the dry season there is a scarcity of water.  Agriculture is usually the first thing that is ignored.  If 
the situation becomes dire, the SAO will fetch water from neighboring district 20 kilometers away.

How did the tsunami affect your village?  Were home s or fisheries destroyed?  Did villagers lose 
their jobs?   
Koh Li Bong was hard hit by the tsunami. Village 5 on the island is near the ocean and suffered the 
worst damage. One person died and many houses were damaged.  Many fishing boats were damaged 
and 10 were lost.  In village 4, many boats were docked together and therefore hit against each other 
when the tsunami came.  Also, fishing pens were destroyed. 

What is your source of water?  Well, mountain, bore hole, SAO?  Explain. 

On the island there are many wells and a reservoir system that feeds water to all villages but village 5.  
Homes also use rainwater catchments. 

Do village homes use rainwater catchments?  Water s torage containers? 

The SAO distributed 1000L rainwater catchments to the villagers; however, in villages such as Village 1, 
which is built over the river, these tanks are too heavy and cannot be used. 
Are there any broken water pumps, wells, pipes, etc , that are preventing you from having a 
reliable source of water? 
The main water tower located on the island in Village 4 is broken, thus the water does not go through a 
purification process and no water can currently be stored in the tower.  There are also holes in the pipes 
that carry water to Village 1, which is on the pier.  The salt eats through the piping.  The pipes should be 
changed to PVC; it is unclear as to what they are made of right now, but it was chosen because it is 
cheaper than PVC.  Because the soil is clay, water from the reservoir is not brackish. Also, in village 1, 
there are two large water tanks that have not been used since the water tower in Village 4 was put in 
place.  If repairs were made to these tanks, more water could be stored. 

How do you get water in the dry season? 

Use rain water catchments or buy water.  Also, since World Vision has dug a considerable amount of 
wells in the past year and a half, the dry season has not been too bad.

There are two large tanks near village 1 that have not been used since the new 
water tower was created.  If they were repaired, they could provide the island with a large amount of 
extra water.  New tanks would likely need a solid base for support.  Because homes are close together, 
tanks could be shared between homes.  A gutter system should also be created to collect the rainwater. 

Which school do the children attend? 

There are 2 schools on the island; one primary and one secondary school. 

How many students and teachers are at the local sch ool? 

In the primary school there are eighty five students and six teachers.  And, there are about 70 secondary 
school students. 

How many toilets and sinks does the school currentl y have? 

Schools do not have bathrooms.  Village four is in the process of making bathrooms for the students.

Yes, and until recently this has been an issue.  World Vision distributed mosquito nets about a year ago.  
Up until then, Dengue fever was not uncommon.  Malaria is not a problem, though.

Natural; flows into the river and ocean. 

Do homes, paths or roads experience flooding? 

No. 
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Is drainage water polluting existing surface/ground water or causing erosion? 

Garbage is polluting the ocean and possibly the drinking water.

Septic tank. 

Where does solid waste go?  How is it managed? 

Solid waste goes into septic tanks which are dumped into the ground, but villagers are careful to keep 
this away from the wells.  The villagers are not worried about cross-contamination issues. 

Does the village have access to incinerators or doe s it have a garbage pickup? 

The village does not bury any of their trash.  They burn the trash where there are no houses.  Village 1, 
however, dumps their trash in the ocean.  It is unclear whether they do this because they are not allowed 
to bring their trash to the incinerator or whether they find it too difficult to bring it up the mountain. 
The inhabitants of the island have trash cans, donated by World Vision, however there is no garbage 
collection system. 

Does the village have a recycling program?   

No. 

Have any other organizations provided water and san itation assistance for the school?  Have 
they provided toilets, water tanks, sinks, a draina ge system, etc?  Has anything else been 
donated? 
World Vision has built a number of wells on the island.  In village 1, they built seven wells. The total 
number of wells built by World Vision is unknown. They also built one particular well that is connected to 
a water purification system.  This water is bottled and sold in the hopes that it will start a small business. 
The village headman is in charge of this project. We were unable to meet with him. 
It is unclear whether money made from this project is used for repairs, or whether it is used for other 
purposes. 

Notes and Observations 

This island is in need of repairs to the existing water systems and bathrooms. If new bathrooms are built, 
more wells will also have to be built. 
Pipes need to be replaced with PVC and the water tower in Village 4 needs to be fixed.  The two existing 
rainwater tanks should be fixed and additional tanks (with a solid base) should be added.
